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Good Food, Good Fun 
and a Good Cause!

Council’s Fish Fry’s a superior 
example of teamwork!

This year’s efforts for the Lenten 
Fish Fry were a rousing success. 
Fred Ott, the council’s community 
director, began organizing this event 
months before the first fish fry on 
February 8th. He sought recipes and 
staff to be able to offer a seafood 
feast that would be tasty, filling (all 
you can eat) and economical ($8 per 
ticket). This philosophy seemed to 
be a winning recipe as the crowds 
grew from the first week of about 
160 to close to 300 in week five. 
This improved turnout was reflected 
in the profit of around $3,500.

Dan Washburne and his staff, 
especially Jo Lynn Dykstra and 
Jessica Cruz, were hired to prepare 
and cook the meal with recipes 
for baked cod, potato wedges, and 
coleslaw that were proven winners. 
Throw in Tony Damore with his 
years of cooking experience and 
delicate palate and you come up 
with award winning beer-battered 
fried fish. Of course, special thanks 
to Jose Ramos, who was a proverbial 
frying machine, with the help of a 
few good Knights.

The most amazing part of the event 
was the smooth coordination of all 
the Knights, Ladies’ Auxiliary and 
other volunteers that work feverishly 
for six hours to get the tablecloths 
and flowers set up, the beverages 
including beer and wine iced, coffee 
brewed, buffet line set up, and all food 
prepared. If someone was not able to 
show up, another volunteer stepped 
right in to pick up the slack. It truly 
was a thing of beauty. In fact, at the 
end of the night, the cleanup was 
done quickly without much strain 
due to all the manpower that pitched 
in to clean off tables, fold tablecloths, 
stack tables and chairs and empty 
trashcans. It was a community effort 
whose profits will be used to help the 

less fortunate – which makes this a 
worthy Lenten endeavor.

And there were plenty of challenges, 
like the first time we tried to make 
the fish batter in the large industrial-
grade mixer. By the time we aborted 
the process, we had the clumpiest 
mess of flour, beer and spices that 
would have been impossible to use, 
unless you were trying to make 
“intoxicating and spicy” dumplings. 
Fortunately we got things thinned 
out and the fish fried, but we learned 
from that experience. Now it takes 
only a few minutes using top-secret 
equipment and that special blend 
of herbs and spices to make the 
heavenly coating. One inquisitive 
customer asked the secret to our 
batter, but we developed a sudden 
case of amnesia. Until next year, that 
is!

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Fr. Michael J. McGivney would 
be first American-born priest to 

be declared a saint

New Haven, CT - March 16, 
2008 - Pope Benedict XVI Saturday 
approved a decree recognizing the 
heroic virtue of Father Michael J. 
McGivney, founder of the Knights 
of Columbus. The pope’s declaration 
significantly advances the priest’s 
process toward sainthood and gives 
the parish priest the distinction 
of “Venerable Servant of God.” If 
canonized, Fr. McGivney would be 
the first American born priest to be 
so honored. 
“All of us who are members of the 
Knights of Columbus are profoundly 
grateful for this recognition of 
the holiness of our founder,” said 
Supreme Knight Carl Anderson. 
“The strength of the Knights of 
Columbus today is a testament to 
his timeless vision, his holiness and 
his ideals.”

Worried about the religious faith 
and financial stability of immigrant 
families, Father McGivney founded 
the Knights of Columbus with the 
help of several men of St. Mary’s 
Parish in New Haven in 1882 to 
help strengthen the faith of the 
men of his parish and to provide 
financial assistance in the event 
of their death to the widows and 
orphans they left behind. He was 
also known for his tireless work 
among his parishioners.

Born in Waterbury, Conn., Aug. 12, 
1852, Michael Joseph McGivney, 
was the first of Patrick and Mary 
(Lynch) McGivney’s 13 children, 
six of whom died in infancy or 
early childhood. His parents, natives 
of Ireland, had immigrated to the 
United States during the 19th 
century. Patrick was a molder in a 
Waterbury brass mill, where Michael 

himself worked for a brief time as a 
child to help support his family.

From an early age, however, he 
realized a calling to the Catholic 
priesthood. After studying in several 
seminaries, he was ordained in 
that Baltimore’s historic Cathedral 
by Cardinal James Gibbons Dec. 
22, 1877. He took up his first 
assignment, as curate at St. Mary’s 
Church, New Haven, Conn., Jan. 2, 
1878. Father McGivney was named 
pastor of St. Thomas Church in 
Thomaston, Conn. in 1884. He 
became seriously ill with pneumonia 
in January 1890, and died Aug. 14, 
1890 at age 38.

The cause, or process, for Father 
McGivney’s sainthood, was opened 
by Hartford Archbishop Daniel A. 
Cronin, in December 1997. The 
cause was presented to the Vatican 
in 2000, where it has been under 
review by the Congregation for the 
Causes of Saints. With the pope’s 
recent decree, and the authentication 
of a miracle at Father McGivney’s 
intercession, the priest could be 
beatified. A second miracle would 
be required for canonization.

Still maintaining its headquarters 
in New Haven, the Knights of 
Columbus is the world’s largest 
Catholic Fraternal Organization 
with more than 
1.7 million 
members in the 
United States, 
C a n a d a , 
Mexico and 
C e n t r a l 
America, the 
C a r i b b e a n 
islands, the 
Phi l ippines , 
Guam and, 
most recently, 
Poland.
